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Abstract: Based on the clear boundary of narrative traditions between China and West, North American Sinologists have made

deeper and concrete comparative analyses for the relationship between elegance and vulgarity in traditional Chinese narration, and

historization of narrative fiction. To some extent, they completed the value reversion and narrative confirmation of ancient Chinese

narrative tradition.
